(  Children’s Entertainment and Cultural Arts Committee   This   committee provides opportunities for children in kindergarten through fifth grade to enjoy professional live performances at a nominal cost.  Each year, the committee arranges and sponsors four to five theatrical productions.  

(  Computer Technology Committee   Members of this committee will work with the District Technology Director to identify trends in educational technology and make recommendations regarding technology upgrades to the UPTC and the district administration.

(  Health Education   This committee, together with members of the professional school staff and others, studies current health educucation programs for our students and parents.  The deliberations of this committee should result in support for improvements in these programs as well as in health safety procedures and standards implemented in each of our schools.  

(  Legislative Committee  Keeps the UPTC membership and PTAs apprised of proposed state and federal legislation which could effect education in the Great Neck Public Schools.  The committee recommends policy positions and appropriate action to UPTC when necessary.  

(  Recreation Committee  Working in conjunction with district administration, this committee will review the various year-round K-12 recreation programs to ensure that the programs meet the needs of the community.  It is recommended that committee members draft and administer parent surveys; visit program sites while in session so that the appropriate recommendations can be made.  

(  Safety and Transportation  Studies existing school district transportation policies, appropriate state laws and recommends changes where necessary.  This committee also promotes vehicular and bicycle traffic safety, recommends measures of safe access to and egress from the schools and undertakes parent education efforts wherever needed. 

(  Talented and Gifted Committee   This committee will study programs for the talented and academically advanced children in our district.  It will keep PTAs and parents informed about these programs and will work to enhance the quality of education for all children.  

(  Total Community Involvement   Works to help ease the transition for new parents into the Great Neck school district and the community at large.  Past activities have included translating school notices for non-English speaking parents, and finding ways to help our multi-cultural population assimilate.
